Dear Parent/Carer

We would like to take this opportunity to remind you of our school uniform policy as we realise that many of you will be
purchasing new uniform over the summer holidays. We expect high standards across all years in school and take great pride in
the appearance of our pupils. First impressions are important and our school uniform is to be worn with pride. Part of our school
values is to ‘be prepared’ and having the correct uniform and equipment will ensure your child is effectively prepared for

learning.

The uniform for the school includes:

e  Black blazer with school badge. This should be worn at all times and can be taken off in lessons only if a member of
staff allows it (for example, in hot weather). Coats, jackets and jumpers are not to be worn once in school.
e  White shirt: It should be noted that this is a traditional shirt that buttons to the collar and is long enough to be tucked

in (shirts should be tucked at all times).

e School House tie.

e  Black trousers: Girls should note that the trousers must be of a formal style, i.e. not fitted trousers, jeans or leggings.

We should not be able to see ankles!

e  Skirts: Girls are allowed to wear a school skirt which can only be purchased from the uniform shop (see address

below).

e Black shoes (preferably low heel, not trainers, no logos, no colours, not canvas).

e Jewellery: For safety and security reasons, only one pair of sleepers or stud earrings may be worn. Pupils may wear a
watch. No other jewellery is allowed and the school will not be held responsible if items of jewellery are lost in school.
In specific lessons, all items should be removed, if required, for safety reasons.

e Hair should be of a natural colour and, if long, a band will be needed to tie back hair in certain lessons.

e Nail varnish and false nails are not allowed (for health and safety reasons).

e Anapron is needed for Technology

e Blue and white polo shirt with school badge, black shorts or tracksuit bottoms and black socks.
e Option to have a blue and white long sleeve thicker jersey with school badge and black sports leggings for girls (not thin,

casual leggings).

e For outdoor field activities, boots are necessary. Gum shields and shin pads are recommended for rugby, hockey and

football
e Trainers with non marking soles

Uniform will be monitored on a daily basis and sanctions will be put in place for those not
adhering to school policy.
